D) Unofficial Transcript from GHS
E) A copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) first page, from the SAR that shows the  
            SAI (Student Aid Index).  This documentation comes from filling out 
            and submitting the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid).  Please ask 
            your counselor/career center if you have questions about FAFSA.
